“WHYY REMEMBERS 9/11”: COMMEMORATIVE PROGRAMMING

ON TV12, 91FM AND WWW.WHYY.ORG
WHYY will honor the one-year anniversary of September 11 with WHYY REMEMBERS 9/11, a series of specials on TV12, 91FM and www.whyy.org, relating to the terrorist attacks and the aftermath felt around the world.

WHYY REMEMBERS 9/11 will begin September 1 and culminate in a day of TV and FM programs on September 11. Programs will investigate the events of that fateful day, including the behind-the-scenes drama that unfolded as the U.S. and the world responded to the attacks and how the seemingly indestructible World Trade Center fell into a pile of debris. Programs will also explore how the human experience changed forever after September 11, such as the struggle of New York City firefighters to put their lives back together and how some Arab Americans’ loyalty is now torn between their adopted country and their native homelands.

On Wednesday, September 11, 2002, WHYY will provide live news coverage on TV12 and 91FM of events and memorial services taking place throughout the day, including a live broadcast of A REQUIEM FOR SEPTEMBER 11, the scheduled performance of Giuseppe Verdi’s, 1873 Requiem by The New Jersey Symphony Orchestra and the Westminster Choir at Liberty State Park in Jersey City, New Jersey at 10:00 p.m.

In addition to programming, WHYY has created a virtual message board at www.whyy.org/911 for people across the region and the nation to participate in meaningful dialogue about the events of September 11. Individuals are invited to post their opinions, feelings and experiences regarding the attacks for others to read.
WHYY coverage includes two local, live TV12 specials. DELAWARE TONIGHT: KIDS COPING WITH TERROR II will be broadcast on Friday, September 6 at 5:00 p.m.

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on TV12. This one-hour program, hosted by Nancy Karibjanian and Dr. Dan

Gottlieb, Ph.D., will be a live forum of teenagers from the region examining issues that have risen since September 11.

DELAWARE TONIGHT: WHYY REMEMBERS 9/11 will be broadcast on Wednesday, September 11 at 5:00 p.m. on TV12.  This one-hour edition of WHYY’s local news program will feature live reports from New York City and Shanksville, Pennsylvania; coverage of September 11 ceremonies throughout Wilmington and Delaware; discussion with local lawmakers and a panel of anti-terrorism experts; and a report on how the attacks have financially affected the state of Delaware.

On the days leading up to September 11, 91FM will feature interviews with local emergency preparedness officials, teachers and school staff, and counselors who have changed their policies and methods of practice since the attacks. News stories will investigate the unintended consequences of tightened immigration policies; how recent alterations in Philadelphia skyscraper design have been created to facilitate faster evacuations in emergency situations; and “Shanksville: One Year Later,” a special report on how the crash of United Flight 93 impacted the local community of Shanksville, Pennsylvania.

In addition, 91FM will broadcast commemorative programming from 8:30 a.m. to 12 midnight on Wednesday, September 11, 2002. Live coverage includes: the World Trade Center Memorial service in New York City; the memorial service in Shanksville, Pennsylvania; President Bush’s appearance at Battery Park in New York City; and the Washington National Cathedral service celebrating the lives of September 11 victims through stories and song.
