Director Alan Skog is equally skilled and at serving both music and drama. In addition to DENYCE GRAVES: BREAKING THE RULES, he has recently directed “Marsalis @ The Penthouse” for the series Live From Lincoln Center.
In June 2001, directed the final concert performances for The Eleventh Van Cliburn International Piano Competition television presentation. The Opera Company of Philadelphia has sought Skog’s services on many occasions, most recently directing its production of Rossini’s L’Italiana in Algeri starring Stephanie Blythe and Juan Diego Flores, and its presentations of Verdi’s Luisa Miller starring Luciano Pavarotti, and a fully staged Berlioz’ The Damnation of Faust. Another special included two primetime classical music concerts on PBS starring Carlo Maria Giulini and the world famous Radio City Music Hall called on him to direct the video taping of its traditional gala Easter Show. Early in his career Skog was tapped as Associate Director for the series Live From Lincoln Center and later for the series Live From The Metropolitan Opera. In this position, he has garnered fifteen Emmy and two Peabody citations.
