Daniel Gottlieb began his practice as a psychologist and family therapist in 1969 after receiving his master's degree from Temple University. Several years later, he received his Ph.D. from Heed University. As a young psychologist, gaining respect from his peers and raising two young daughters, life seemed perfect. Until…….
In 1979, while preparing a surprise for his wife on their 10th anniversary, Gottlieb was in a near fatal automobile accident, which left him, paralyzed from the chest down. Over the ensuing years, he faced depression, divorce and multiple additional losses. Throughout all, he maintained his career. Now, he sits in a wheelchair observing life and gaining unusual insight into what it means to the human.
Since 1985 Daniel Gottlieb has been hosting "Voices in the Family". An award winning mental health call-in radio show aired at WHYY 90.9 FM, Philadelphia's local public radio station.
For nearly 10 years, he has been writing a bi monthly column for the Philadelphia Inquirer entitled: "On Healing". He has also published two books -- the most recent is a compilation of his favorite columns called "Voices of Conflict; Voices of Healing". In addition to his writing and radio show, he lecturers locally and nationally on a variety of topics affecting the well being of people, families and the larger community.
At the heart of his career, however is his psychotherapy practice. Dan treats individuals, couples and families in his offices in Bala-Cynwyd, Pa. and South Jersey. He is the proud father of two daughters and a relatively new grandfather. Much of his wisdom and compassion he attributes to having experienced severe losses -- of his mobility and the death of his sister and parents. He has unique understanding into the solitude and growth that accompany suffering. As a result, it is his belief that alienation and prejudice are the greatest source of suffering in our world. The first step towards healing this pain is eye contact. The second is compassion.
