She is one of the tri-state area’s most thought provoking and balanced radio hosts, working for WHYY, the region's leading public broadcasting station.  Her programs reflect the belief that guiding discussions fairly and accurately are of prime importance in educating and informing the audience, allowing them to make sound and informed decisions.

Marty is as comfortable interviewing political candidates about their election promises as she is eliciting tips on how to care for the family pets from a local veterinarian to asking listeners to discuss their favorite "pick up" lines.  She is comfortable interviewing a celebrity such as Kenneth Brannaugh in the first hour of Radio Times, then, during the next hour, talking to a local welfare grandmother raising grandchildren.

She became a familiar national name when she served as principal guest host for Terry Gross on Fresh Air, WHYY's daily national magazine of culture show.  In addition, she is WHYY's principal moderator for community town meetings and candidate forums and debates, both on FM, TV, the Web and in the community.

Marty's work at WHYY is one of dedication as well as professional growth and distinction. Her story is the classic tale of success through hard work and excellence. Marty's association with WHYY began as a volunteer for the radio station, 91FM (90.9) and has continued for some 20 years as an associate producer, producer, executive producer and local and national host on radio and TV.  

Never one to be left behind by new and emerging media, Marty has embraced the possibilities of digital TV as well as the realities of the Web.  She continues her role in the community as a sought after off-air moderator and host and will soon make her acting debut on stage.

Marty joined the WHYY staff as a part timer, working for a mental health call-in program, Family Matters in 1983.  Three years lager, in 1986, she became a full-time staff member, working as producer for Family Matters and as an associate producer of Fresh Air.

· Marty has moderated for the last two years -- by her self and with talent from local commercial stations -- WHYY's local election coverage, including town meetings, candidate forums, candidate debates candidate profiles and election returns on TV, FM and the Web.  Her goal is to provide audiences with sound information to enable them to make sound and informed decisions.

· In the community, Marty is a much sought after moderator and host.  For example, she has for the last several years moderated the Free Library of Philadelphia's lecture series for famous authors.  These are taped and then broadcast on 91FM.

· Marty has taken her show, Radio Times, into the community before live audiences on a regular basis to explore issues relevant to those communities.

· Marty, in her acting debut, played a starring role in the production of the Vagina Monologues at the Annenberg Center.
