…Classical music program airs Sundays at 8 p.m. on 91FM…

Join WHYY’s Ed Cunningham Sundays at 8 p.m. on 91 FM for Showcase this January to hear music from around the region. 

On February 10th, Curtis Institute’s faculty member and pianist Ignat Solzhenitsyn performs an all-Brahms program, including Scherzo in E-flat minor, and “Variations on a Theme” by Schumann, and Six Pieces for Piano, Op. 118. Then listen as Curtis students: Joel Link, violin, Bryan A. Lee, violin, Philip Kramp, viola, Brook Speltz, cello, Shih-Wei Huang, piano perform Brahms' “Piano Quintet in F minor, Op.34.”


Showcase features the Reading Symphony Orchestra with their newest conductor, Andrew Constantine on February 17th. Works include Ralph Vaughan Williams “Symphony No.6 in E minor,” Debussy’s “Prelude to the Afternoon of a Faun” and Bruch’s “Violin Concerto No. 1 in G minor” featuring violinist Christopher Collins Lee.


On February 24th,  The Philadelphia Chamber Ensemble performs Brahms’ “Clarinet Trio in A minor, Op. 114”, Bruch’s “Four Pieces for Clarinet, Cello and Piano,” Mozart’s “Trio in E-Flat major for  Clarinet,  Viola and Piano” and Martinu’s “Musique de Chambre No.1” featuring clarinetist Donald Montanaro.

WHYY’s Ed Cunningham produces and hosts the series, offering background information and interviews about each week’s music and music-makers.  Showcase has been a hit with audiences in the region since the program began in July 2001.
